We have two ongoing campaigns – the loan repayment campaign and the capital 
campaign primarily to repave the parking lot. 
As of November 2024, we have raised $93,000 for the loan repayment campaign. Our 
goal for the loan repayment campaign was $200,000 since the Archdiocese has 
graciously allowed a matching program for our loan repayment campaign up to 
$200,000. This means we are currently at 47% of our goal. With the additional 
matching from the Archdiocese, we have been able to repay $186,000 of the debt 
owed to the Archdiocese since the campaign began.   
Our loan to the Archdiocese has been significantly reduced from $600,000 at the end 
of 2022 to $454,000 at the end of 2023, and down to $368,000 at the end of November. 
This is significant progress, and is something we should be proud of as a parish. 
Also, at the end of November 2024, we have raised $77,000 for the capital campaign. 
The Parish had previously raised $56,000 from the Family of Faith campaign for a total 
of $133,000.  Our goal was to try to generate $150,000 for the resurfacing of the 
parking lot. That means we are at 89% of our goal through all of the generous gifts and 
events which have been organized by parishioners.  
We were able to generate the additional $30,000 that we discussed in June so we can 
start the parking lot repaving project this spring.  
We would like to again thank the many ministries and various parishioners who have 
been organizing events in support of these two concurrent campaigns through bake 
sales, dinner/dances, BBQs, rose sales, and many other social events. The creativity and 
support have been tremendous and speak to how dedicated our parishioners are to St. 
Dominic’s parish!  
We hope this update further encourages everyone to continue the great momentum - 
for those of us who would like to make a one-time donation, envelopes for the two 
campaigns are available at the entrances of the church and we have the ability to take 
online donations for each of the campaigns if you visit the St. Dominic’s website 
(https://stdominicsmi.archtoronto.org). Those little cards that are in the pews and at 
the back of the church have a QR code which will take you right to the website to set 
up a donation. Working together we can continue to make these two 
campaigns a success.

He says, “A good person, out of the store of 
goodness in his heart produces good, while an evil person, out of a store of evil 
produces evil; for from the fullness of the heart the mouth speaks.” 
As Christians, if we live according to the good news, our actions and words would 
be guided by it. Consequently, it will affect others positively. On the contrary, if we 
fill our hearts with flirt, our words and actions would be filled with nothingness. 
Also, Christ warns us today to be careful in judging others. Instead, we should be 
humble enough to look inwards before criticizing others. Hence, Paul reminds us: 
“If you think you are standing strong, be careful not to fall” (1Cor10:12). 
In the second reading, Paul reminds us that God has given us victory through Christ. 
For this reason, we must be of good cheers and never relent in doing good. Christ’s 
victory must not be in vain. Instead, it must sustain us in good actions as Paul tells 
us today: “Keep laboring at the Lord’s work always, knowing that, in the Lord, you 
cannot be struggling in vain. This is a call to perfection in all we say and do. 
Finally, today, may our hearts be filled with joy for what God has down for us 
through Christ. Through Him, we are filled with goodness so that we can praise 
and thank God with a cheerful and sincere heart. Indeed, it is good to give thanks 
to the Lord for what he has done for us.

In the second reading, Paul reminds us that God has given us victory through Christ. 
For this reason, we must be of good cheers and never relent in doing good. Christ’s 
victory must not be in vain. Instead, it must sustain us in good actions as Paul tells 
us today: “Keep laboring at the Lord’s work always, knowing that, in the Lord, you 
cannot be struggling in vain. This is a call to perfection in all we say and do. 
Finally, today, may our hearts be filled with joy for what God has down for us 
through Christ. Through Him, we are filled with goodness so that we can praise 
and thank God with a cheerful and sincere heart. Indeed, it is good to give thanks 
to the Lord for what he has done for us.
