When we hear the first reading, from the Prophet Ezekiel,

fwe can at first wonder if this is just some sort of hope for the future or is it
-really a prophecy. Resurrection from the dead is generally not a part of the

teachings of the Hebrew Scriptures. On the other hand, when we find
passages such as this one, we can see how easy it was for some to begin to
think about what happens after this life.

One of the challenges in the Gospel today is that Lazarus is brought back to
life but will have to die again. There is no promise here at all a lasting
resurrection, but simply a returning to life after dying. Lazarus is not raised in
the heavenly body that will be his when he dies into the Kingdom.

St. Paul says, when we live in the flesh, we allow our desires, our wants and
our attractions to determine how we live, without examining them very much
at all. When we live in the spirit, we have the same desires, wants and
attractions as before but we look at them from the perspective of our life in
Christ and choose that which helps us live more profoundly in Christ.

NEW FUNDING CAMPAIGNS

We thank our parishioners for your generosity for making this project possible.
Here is the update. The Capital Campaign: The total cost of the parking lot
paving project is $289,000. We raised $189,000 and the loan borrowed from
the archdiocese is $100,000.

For the loan repayment we have raised $127,000 of the $200,000 goal or 63%
of our goal. That means we can raise another $73,000 that will be matched
by the archdiocese. The focus on the upcoming year is to repay the loan and
take advantage of the matching program.

We would like to again thank the many ministries and various parishioners
who have been organizing events in support of these two concurrent
campaigns through bake sales, dinner/dances, BBQs, rose sales, and many
other social events. The creativity and support have been tremendous and
speak to how dedicated our parishioners are to St. Dominic’s parish!

We hope this update further encourages everyone to continue the great
momentum - for those of us who would like to make a one-time donation,
envelopes for the two campaigns are available at the entrances of the church
as well as the donation boxes. We also have the ability to take online
donations for each of the campaigns if you visit the St. Dominic’s website
(https://stdominicsmi.archtoronto.org). Those little cards at the back of the
church have a QR code which will take you right to the website to set up a
donation. Working together we can continue to make these two
campaigns a success.
